Coaches and Staff are Issued:

· Ice of chemical ice packs, water and towels

· Other equipment as deemed necessary by local circumstances and qualifications of available personnel.

Replenishments are available at the Youth Sports & Fitness Warehouse.

Role of Coach/Staff on the Scene
1. Control Scene (gain access to athlete)

2. Initial Assessment (to determine breathing, consciousness, pulse status)

3. Detailed Assessment (to determine extent of injury/illness)

4. Send assistant coach to summon help if needed:

a. EMS: Call 911

b. Notify Youth Sports & Fitness Director – Daniel A Aflleje, 090-3790-4520
c. Notify Youth Sports & Fitness Program Coordinator – Vacant
d. Notify Youth Sports & Fitness Field Monitor –634-1384
5. Initiate immediate care to the sick or injured athlete

6. Coach needs to complete AF Form 1187 – Youth Flight Accident Report and turn into YSF Office within 24 hour timeframe.  Follow-up will be conducted.  Incident will be recorded in Operations Clerk Log Book.

7. If necessary Youth Sports & Fitness Director/Coordinator will make appropriate flight notifications.

EMS Access

If EMS is called, provide directions/access to scene:

· Open access gates

· Designate individual to meet EMS at entrance
